This privacy notice is provided by Chiesi Farmaceutici S.p.A. (“Chiesi”), in compliance with the provisions of the Regulation (EU) 679/2016 ("GDPR") and other applicable privacy laws (together “Data Protection Laws”), to inform you that the Personal Data you decide to provide will be processed by Chiesi as the Data Controller in compliance with the Data Protection Laws.

How We Share Your Personal Data
